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Uganda successfully concluded the Presidential and General Parliamentary
election, on Thursday 14 January 2021. The elections were held and
concluded within the roadmap given by the Electoral Commission and
conducted under the challenging COVID19 pandemic. Nonetheless, Ugandans
came out in big numbers to vote, representing 57.22% of the registered

18,103,603 million voters. The election season 1n Uganda is still ongoing and
shall end on 3rd February 2021.

competing for various positions to canvass support from the electorate.
